Dear Parents/Carers,

To support our learning in our topic ‘Ancient Egypt’ next half term, we have planned a visit o the British
Museum in London on Friday 9 June 2023.

While at the museum, pupils will have the opportunity to view the Ancient Egyptian rooms which includes
many ancient artefacts that they can study to support their learning in our core text, in History, Music and in
Art. Children will then take part in an artefact workshop to find out more about the everyday life of Ancient
Egyptians.

In order for this trip to go ahead, we require £26.20 per child. Please pay the voluntary contribution by Friday
19th May. If contributions are not provided, we will have no alternative but to cancel the trip. If you are
unable to pay, or do not intend to contribute, please let the office know as soon as possible. This will allow us
to cancel the visit promptly and avoid fees from the museum and coach company.

Children will need to arrive at school, wearing their usual school uniform, comfortable shoes and an
appropriate coat at 8:00am. We will be leaving no later than 8:30am so please ensure pupils are on fime. As
this is a tfrip to London and we wanted to ensure that we had a full day at the museum, we will not be
returning to school until between 5:30pm to épm (traffic dependent). Please ensure you are able to check
your parentmails as we will update you if we are running significantly late.

Children will need to have a packed lunch on this day. This will be provided by Fresh Start if you have
selected a sandwich (ie Haom or Cheese) under 'Meal Replacement' via the Preferences on their website
AND have ordered a meal on this day. If you have not selected a sandwich with Fresh Start, you will need to
provide a packed lunch for your child. All children will need to bring a drink.

The British Museum does have a gift shop where pupils can buy a small memento of their trip. Children are
permitted to bring up to £10.00 for this, however it is their responsibility to keep their money safe.
