There are 3 areas of homework to complete each week:

1. Reading: You should read for 20 minutes each day, including 1 day each week from a book on Bug Club. The
expectation is that you will record the 4 days when you have read your reading book at home in your
Reading Record and had this in each Tuesday. Your Reading Record will be returned back to you on the
same day. Your teacher will be able to see your progress on Bug Club. When you read, think about what you
have read, collect examples of text types you select and strive to read from the Reading Rocket selection

2. Maths: You should log on to Times Tables Rock Stars and Numbots at home at least 3 times each week to
practise your times tables and arithmetic skills.

3. You need to choose either an English or a Maths activity to complete in your homework book and hand this
in on Tuesday. Try to choose from each section over the term. Books will be returned to you each Friday.

There is a chart in your Reading Record to tick off each part of your homework daily so that you don’t forget
anything. Trying your very best, being organised with your homework and meeting these expectations will result in
house points, stickers and certificates and, of course, you will be learning, practising key skills and becoming an

If any of the 3 homework expectations are not fully complete, the consequence will be to complete the missing work
during break time on Friday morning. If there is more than 1 expectation missing, you will also need to stay in during

English Activities:

The English homework is based on your
reading books. Therefore, regular reading (and
reading books from beginning to end) will help
you do these activities well.

e What questions would you like to ask the
main character in your book?2 Write
some interview questions that you could
ask. Can you ask extended questions?

e Create a quiz about the book you are
reading. Your quiz must contain at least
5 questions. Don't forget to include the
answers!

e Write an alternative ending to the story
you are reading (or a different story if
you have not yet finished your current
book).
