Each week pupils will continue to have discrete
whole class reading sessions based on a variety
of different genre of texts or extracts.

Science- Forces

During this unit of work pupils
will learn how to read a variety of maps; identify
and compare key human, physical and
topographical features and consider the
impact that human activity has had within
location.

Please could you ensure that your
children are practicing these through Times Table Rock
Stars and Numbots at least 3 fimes a week. This again
is now a home learning expectation.

As a school we will be continuing to follow the No
Nonsense spelling scheme. For further guidance on
how to support your child's spelling please refer to the
school website where you can find a wide range of
spelling strategies.

Computing

In computing this half term, pupils will be
looking at spreadsheets. During this unit,
children will learn how to use formula; the
counting tool and how to perform calculations.
