Music Education offer for Parents
Dear Parents,

Bucks Music Trust offers a range of services for parents and children in our county. These are
open to any child living in Bucks or going to school in Bucks. As a not-for-profit charity, we aim
to keep prices as low as possible and to offer support and subsidies to allow any child to
participate. We also offer a flexible service through schools, music centres and online to be
able to offer lessons to children living anywhere in the county. We are also able to deliver
remote lessons for a starter period of time where this is initially preferable.

We offer tuition on all instruments including strings, woodwind, brass, percussion, piano,
voice and guitars.

Subsidies to promote opportunity for all children
e Subsidies can be applied to all fees, including Music Centre memberships and BMT is
absolutely committed to ensuring that all children can have the opportunity to access
lessons.

Students eligible for Free School Meals (FSM)* 50% reduction

Students eligible for BMT support subsidy** 50% reduction
2" child | 20% reduction

Siblings 3 child | 40% reduction
Each subsequent child | 60% reduction

*  BMT will arrange for the school to support families eligible for FSM by subsidizing
the remaining 50% of lessons fees using Pupil Premium so that lessons are 100%
subsidised.

** If your financial situation is such that you are not eligible for FSM but your family
income is not greater than £25,600 including benefits, then you are eligible for a
BMT support subsidy.

Instrumental & Vocal teaching — all instruments (subject to availability)
e 33 lessons per academic year and all fees are payable per term in advance
e Parents are billed directly whether lessons are in music centres or schools, except
where a school has agreed to subsidise pupils using pupil premium.

e Individual lessons have discounted rates for Music Centre members to recognise the
value of playing in ensembles to the development of instrumental skills. The
discounted rate shown above is for lessons and does not include the Music Centre
membership — this is charged at the normal rate below

our Songwriting and Music Production classes

e Music Centre members receive a discount on individual instrumental/vocal lessons

e All instruments from our stock (subject to availability) can be hired at a cost of £25 per
term
e Loans are available to all young musicians in Buckinghamshire, but priority is given to
BMT Music Centre members
